Financial Constraint

The projects contained in the Transportatiorpiovement Program (TIP) (FY 28@2011) ar e der i ved f r o-yearlranspartaton t
plan. Both the TIP and tif@nancially Constraied Transportation PlaFCTP) have been financially constrained to reflect realistic and available leve
of project funding.

The projects shown for advancement in this TIP were fully discussed with the Citizen Advisory Committee (CAC), Transpedtetical Committee
(TTC), Transportation Policy Committee (TPC), Planning and Zoning Commission (PZC), Metropolitan Planning Organization (MR®gtte
Consolidated Government, and the Louisiana Department of Transportation and Development @aamenpin the TIP. State andderally funded
projects were mutually agreed upon with DQHBS to overall merit and funding availability for inclusion in the State($1RP)

Based on financial data obtained from DOTD, Lafayette Parish has average®®B@6t464annually in federal andate funding, including Interstate
funds. A computerized record of all authorized projects coveringyg&O0period was obtained from DOTD.

Appendix C provides the public with an exact list of all projects let tdraot since 1979. Notice the number of projects let to contract during the fil
five years (19911996) under théntermodalSurface TransportationEfficiencyAct (ISTEA) andTEA 21-TransportationEquity Act of the21% Century.

Area will possibly experience an increase in the amount of work let to contract annually due to improved coordinatlarofitfgeandgrogramming
efforts between the MPO and LaDOTD. Financial constraint has resulted in better targeting of financial resources anttnlegtlapvelifocused
program. To date, delays have occurred in the implementatimajor improvement projectepwever, the Lafayette Area MPO and local governments
are working to improve the communication and tracking program with La DOTD.

Therefore, the Transportation Policy Committee of the Metragpoklanning Organization for the Lafayette &#grid has determined that the FY30

Public Involvement
Citizen prticipation has been encouraged throughout the formulation of the TIP, FCTP, and CTP. The Metropolitan planning @rbasinadide use
of local newspapers, neighborhood meetings and extensive mail outs to inform citizens regarding the planninthprmaesportation plans, important

projects, and to promote alternative transportation modes. On its own initiative, several publications of project mdisplayee by the MPO at
locations throughout Lafayette Parish. As for specific projectsjapaeetings werecheduled and held to addrgaslic concerns. In an effort to reach
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the public,public mailings of the transportatiodonsolidated Thoroughfare PIJ&TP) were sent to realtors, surveyors, developers, bankers, and oth
to keep citizaes abreast of the infrastructure improvements scheduled.

The MPO has also made use of local newspapers to inform the public of important regional projects and to promote atiaspatitetion modes
including transit bus service, bicycling, etc. Rusl meet i ng notices on the FCTP, CTP andnifiddl P
Planning Work ProgranfUPWP) for Transportation Planning are therefore placed and displayed at various public site locations for citizen revie
comment.
