Financial Constraint

The projects contained in the Transportatiopdovement Program (TIP) (FY 20D149 ar e der i ved f r oyear ramdpertatiert ptae.
Both the TIP and thEinancially Constrained Transportation PlaiiCTP) have been financially constrained to reflect realistic and available levels of pr
funding.

The projects shown for advancement in this TIP were fully discussed with the Citizen Advisory Committee (CASporiaaon Technical Committee
(TTC), Transportation Policy Committee (TPC), Planning and Zoning Commission (PZC), Metropolitan Planning Organizationi (MB&)ette
Consolidated Government, and the Louisiana Department of Transportation and Developoneot placement in the TIP. State and Federally fund
projects were mutually agreed upon with DOTD as to overall merit and funding availability for inclusion in the S(&ER)P

Based on financial data obtained from DOTD, Lafayette Parish feaged about&475,464annually in Federal and State funding, including Interste
funds. A computerized record of all authorized projects coveringy@&O0period was obtained from DOTD.

Appendix C provides the public with an exact list of all pctgdet to contract since 1979. Notice the number of projects let to contract during the firs
years (19911996) under théntermodalSurface TransportationEfficiency Act (ISTEA) andTEA 21-TransportationEquity Act of the21% Century.

To date,
delays have occurred in the implementation of major improveprejects, however, the Lafayette Area MPO and local governments are working to imy
the communication and tracking program with La DOTD.
